The bypass will remove serious traffic problems on the major
roads and suburban streets inNorthMelbourne, West Melbourne
and Flemington.

Will it affect your job?
Some proposals for the Western Bypass, which were looked at
between 1984 and 1986, recommendedbuilding the link on the
western side of the Moonee Ponds Creek. After consulting
residents, the Road Construction Authority and the Ministry of
Transport are now only considering schemes on the North
Melbourne side of the creek. A link on this alignment will be
further away from residential areas and will provide better public
open space along the creek.

Construction iiiIndustries near the project in North Melbourne will be moved
when the bypass is built. About 1000 jobs in these industries
will be affected. In the long term, more jobs may be available
as new businesses are located on the land between the bypass
and Boundary road. It is possible that this land could also be
developed for community facilities or housing.

If the Government decides to build the project, work could begin
as early as mid-1990 and would take five to six years to complete.
The RCA will make every effort to reduce noise, dust and
inconvenience to residents and local businesses during
construction.
